High School, Hahn named as Beating The Odds schools  

Davison High School and Hahn Intermediate have been named to the Michi-

gan Department of Educationôs list of 134 ñBeating The Oddsò schools. This is 

the third Davison school building within a year to earn such a designation; last 

year Hill Elementary was named as a ñBeating The Oddsò school. 

The list includes schools that are outperforming buildings with similar risk factors 

and demographic composition. These schools were identified by the MDE 

through two separate studies using considerably different methodologies. 

ñI am very proud of the High School and Hahn Intermediate staff along with all of 

our staff at Davison Community Schools,ò said Superintendent Eric Lieske . ñWe 

have strong educational leaders and classroom teachers in our buildings and 

classrooms. The bottom line is that our entire staffðfrom our Pre-K to K-4 ele-

mentary buildings at the Cardinalôs Nest, Thomson, Central, Gates, Hill and 

Siple Elementary , to Hahn Intermediate, Davison Middle School, Davison 

High School  and Davison Alternative Education ðis dedicated to giving their 

best to our students and it shows. Kudos to our staff for continuing to putting the 

needs of our kids first.ò 

In 2010, Michigan began recognizing individual school success stories through 

the ñBeating The Oddsò initiative. This program recognizes Michigan schools that 

are finding ways to overcome identifiable risk factors associated with low student 

achievement, such as economic status, race and ethnicity, or proficiency with the 

English language. 

There are two methodologies employed to identify Beating The Odds schools. 

The first compares schools to like schools in terms of geographic setting, demo-

graphic makeup of student population, etc. and recognizes those schools outper-

forming similarly-situated schools. The second uses identifiable risk factors to 

project an expected level of student achievement and progress and then recog-

nizes those schools that are outpacing their expected levels. A Beating The 

Odds school can be identified using one or both methodologies. 

All 2011-12 Beating The Odds schools were recognized yesterday by the State 

Board of Education. Designation as a Beating The Odds school means Davison 

High School and Hahn Intermediate will be added to the list of state ñReward 

Schoolsò for the 2011-12 school year. Reward Schools consist of schools in the 

top five percent statewide in terms of student proficiency, top five percent in 
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terms of student improvement, or schools that are ñBeating the Odds.ò
